NiWest Ltd, approximately 60% owned by Western Metals and 40% owned by GME controls tenements with
a combined resource in excess of 125 million tonnes of laterite nickel grading 1.00% nickel and 0.06% cobalt

located nearby the Murrin Murrin plant.
